In	light	of	the	biblical	account	of	the	Last	Supper	and	Jesus’	use	of	wine	in	
representing	His	blood,	All	Saints	Parish	Church	believes	that	the	use	of	wine	
in 	 the 	 observance 	 of 	 the 	 Lord’s 	 Supper 	 remains 	 the 	 proper 	 symbol 	 for	
representing	His	blood.	We	do,	however,	make	occasional	exceptions	for	the	
use	of	grape	juice,	with	the	hope	that	those	holding	such	an	exception	will	seek	
to	understand	the	conviction	of	the	church	in	this	matter.	Please	speak	to	one	
of	the	elders	if	you	wish	to	discuss	this	issue.
